-​ implementing fun, safe, and engaging summer programs which include cooperative games, sport 

skill development, and creating long lasting memories, 

-​ working cooperatively with NCKC Leadership Team and NCKC Board of Directors, 

-​ participating in games and demonstrating sport skills appropriate for the age and ability of 

campers,  

-​ encouraging campers to try new things and supporting campers when necessary, 

-​ communicating effectively with co-workers, campers, and parents, 

-​ instructing campers on the care and proper use of Club equipment, 

-​ adhering to NCKC & Safe Sport policies and Health & Safety procedures, 

-​ demonstrating leadership, initiative, enthusiasm, a positive attitude, fair play, respect, & equity, 

-​ assisting with first aid situations,  

-​ providing active supervision and recruitment opportunities for participants, 

-​ assisting with written reports as necessary (incident, accident, first aid, time sheets, etc) 

-​ exercising safe work practices to ensure the safety of self and others, 

-​ assisting with the development and execution of lesson plans and/or weekly camp calendars, 

-​ redirecting unsafe behaviours or actions, 

-​ working co-operatively and collaboratively to support a positive work environment, 

-​ supporting and enforcing camp rules for safety and fun, 

-​ reporting any unsafe situations immediately to the Club Coordinator & Coach, and 

-​ attending and participating fully in all training and work-related opportunities.
